East Hill Cabinetry – 127 Woodside Avenue - Façade Signage – The applicant submitted a rendering of an 18” x 10’ frontal façade signs to be located at 127 Woodside Avenue.  The sign as presented is a wood carved sign, with a blue background with white lettering, and is representative of previously approved signs at the above mentioned location.  The committee approved of the sign as presented. 
Review Signage For Multi-Tenant and Village Wide Comprehensive Signage Plan -    The committee reviewed numerous pictures of signage throughout the Village.  The committee requested that the pictures be arranged in a more workable order so as to facilitate site visits throughout the Village.  The objective will be for the Committee to consider regional clusters of properties in an attempt to offer a signage and overall aesthetic strategy, reflective of practical constraints and the need for adequate notice, for each cluster.
Review of Village of Briarcliff Manor Comprehensive Plan -   The Committee is grateful for the opportunity to review and offer commentary on the Comprehensive Plan. The Committee recommends, to the extent a recommendation is timely, that the overall tone of the document appears to require a more explicit recognition of the Village’s interest in positioning the nature of property development  throughout the Village in a manner that reflects a paramount concern for an aesthetic theme focused on the residential  “signature” of the Village as well a dedication to sustaining the quality of  residential life.
